Land patents document the transfer of land ownership from the federal government to individuals.
Our land patent records include the information recorded when ownership was transferred.

The term public land means any lands and interest which title is still vested in the Federal
Government. The Secretary of the Interior through the BLM administers those lands within the
several states.
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- Those states created out of the public domain are the lands now embraced in the States of
Alabama, Alaska, Arizona, Arkansas, California, Colorado, Florida, Idaho, Illinois, Indiana, Iowa,
Kansas, Louisiana, Michigan, Minnesota, Mississippi, Missouri, Montana, Nebraska, Nevada, New
Mexico, North Dakota, Ohio, Oklahoma, Oregon, South Dakota, Utah, Washington, Wisconsin, and
Wyoming.
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
