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Assignment #5: Summarize the purpose of an Analysis Sheet

EXAMPLE: The Analysis Sheet (T-Chart) is designed to trigger important thought 

processes.  Writing down what information you know about your ancestor, the analysis 

sheet can generate more meaningful research objectives.

Assignment #6:  Why is it important to keep a Research Log?

EXAMPLE: It is very important in genealogy research to keep track of the resources you 

investigate, even those that yield nothing of value.  A research log can help you organize 

your finds, decide on the next steps and eliminate duplicated research.  You can maintain 

your log by surname, by individual, by geographic area or whatever organizational method 

you find the most effective.  Each log provides space for the date in which you search the 

source, the location of the source, bibliographic information for the source and a small 

section for notes and/or results.
